Plant Description Virginia creeper is a vigorous, fast-growing deciduous  
vine with palmately compound leaves, typically made up  
of five leaflets. It climbs by means of tendrils with  
adhesive pads, allowing it to cling to walls and surfaces. 
It  produces small greenish flowers followed by dark 
blue  berries. The foliage turns bright red in autumn, 
making it  a popular ornamental plant. It thrives in sun or 
shade and  tolerates a wide range of soils. 
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
